Tool Instruction Manual that allows you to setup your unit via the built in configuration tool for Multiplex 1 and 1 Pro, or our On
Board Screen Configuration Manual for Multiplex 2 and 2 Pro.

CLOUD OVERVIEW AND INFORMATION

The Multiplex system operates via synchronisation of the on board data with our cloud system. Once the unit has been
successfully connected to the internet it will automatically synchronise all the configuration and statistical data, allowing for real
time streaming of configuration and detailed information of the unit as it runs.

All that is required is a standard web browser (chrome, edge etc) and you can manage your units from any location as desired.
The administration account will be setup prior to your unit being shipped and this information will be sent to you, allowing you to
setup companies, users and areas as desired.
